Divide your 

picture up 

evenly.  

 

An easy 

way to do 

this  

is to FOLD 

it! 





Set your photo on your paper. Use a meter stick 

and measure corner to corner. Cut off the extra 

bit and your page will be the same ratio.  



Now lightly draw the same number of squares 

on your good paper. 4 x 4 You may use math to 

calculate the size.

CHOOSE SOME STRANGE COLOURS 

Try to draw the shape of the highlight (the bright area) and the 

shadow (the dark area) You don’t have to fill in the shapes 

because you will be using paint for that.  

Choose a colour for your highlight and an 

analogous colour for your shadow. Or use 

tints and  shades of your original colour 

making it MONOchromatic 



Some Samples: remember weird colours and simplify the 

shapes of the highlights and the shadows
